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“It was an encouraging start to the season,” said head coach Gordon Vadakin
“Certainly an enormous amount of things to do and we’re anxious to get to
work.”

The men’s JV-A team finished second, following Midland University by 74 pins.
The men’s JV-B team finished fourth.

The Lady Shockers got off to a hot start Saturday, firing their first two games over
1,000. After the first three games of qualifying, the women were leading both the
men’s and women’s varsity fields. However, as the transition set in, the women
found themselves 26 pins behind NCAA University of Central Missouri (UCM). The
gap widened on Sunday and the women finished second to UCM. Due to NCAA
rules, UCM was unable to accept prize money so WSU took home the top
monetary prize.

The women were led by reigning Collegiate Player of the Year Jazreel Tan
(Singapore). The junior averaged 201 for ten games and finished second overall to
make the all-tournament team. Also making the all-tournament team was
sophomore Allie ljams (Flagstaff, Ariz.) with a 198.3 average over ten games and a
third place finish overall. This was Tan’s third appearance on the Mid States
Championships all-tournament team.

“It was a good starting point for the season,” said assistant coach Mark Lewis. “It
was a chance for our new players to gain some experience.”

The women’s JV-A team won their division by a staggering 1011 pins over Midland
University’s JV team while WSU’s JV-B team finished in seventh place.
