University Admissions and Exceptions Committee requested changes to committee
charge to reflect the practice that admissions exceptions are currently being handled
by the admissions office. Vote to approve these changes which included to strike
“admissions” from the title of the committee and accept changes — passed with 2
opposed 1 abstention.

Undergraduate research committee — expresses importance of funding for the
URCAF, given the importance of UR. The interim provost has agreed to provide
annual funding for this event.

Scholarship and financial aid committee — changes to committee charges need to be
considered for next year. Much of the technical work is now done by Financial Aid
Office, due to changes in federal regulations.

After reviewing the proposal, there were positive comments from the
senate reflecting a view that this is an important initiative. A move to express senate
support for this proposal was approved unanimously.
