Academic Integrity Data Overview

• Cases of academic integrity violations 
in 2023-2024 decreased by 47.4% over 
the previous year. 

• 135 cases involved Plagiarism

• Freshman were involved in only 39 
cases

• Graduate Students were involved in 60 
cases

• Males were involved in 121 cases

• International Students were involved in 
97 cases

• 137 cases were resolved informally
